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Preface

It gives me a great pleasure to present the
12" Annual Report of the Keladi Shivappa
Nayaka  University of  Agricultural and
Horticultural Sciences, Shivamogga, for the
academic year 2024-25. The University is
recognized by the University Grants Commission,
New Delhi. Furthermore, the University and its
constituent colleges have been accredited by the
National Agricultural Education Accreditation
Board of the Indian Council of Agricultural
Research, New Delhi, for a period of five years,
valid till March 2026. Additionally, the College of Forestry, Ponnampet, has been awarded A++
accreditation by the Indian Council of Forestry Research and Education (ICFRE) for a period of
five years, valid till November 2028.

Since its inception, a total of 4,231 students have been graduated from our esteemed
University, specializing in various disciplines such as Agriculture (1,816), Horticulture (1714)
and Forestry (701). Among them, 3,203 are Undergraduates, 910 are Master degrees and 118 are
of Ph.D. Recognizing their exceptional merit, the University has awarded a total of 331 Gold
Medals to the outstanding Undergraduate and Postgraduate students. As an academic excellency
a total of 172 students have secured ICAR Junior Research Fellowships and 28 students secured
ICAR Senior Research Fellowships.

Agricultural universities play a pivotal role in addressing grass-root level challenges
through focused research initiatives and robust extension networks. In alignment with this
mission, our University has prioritized research areas based on the immediate and evolving
needs of the farming community. Emphasis has been placed on the development of location-
specific varieties of major cereals and pulses, with enhanced tolerance and resistance to various
biotic and abiotic stresses.

Organic Farming Research Centre has concentrated its efforts on promoting sustainable
agricultural practices by focusing on the maintenance of soil health, widely acknowledged as the
foundation of productive agriculture. In response to the increasing unpredictability of climatic
conditions, the University has developed climate-resilient agricultural practices tailored to the
major crops of the region.

Erratic and uncertain rainfall has adversely affected groundwater recharge, a critical
source of irrigation. To address this concern, the University has promoted water-saving
technologies, precision farming practices, the cultivation of less water-intensive high-value
crops and strategies for enhancing groundwater recharge. Furthermore, seed-to-seed
mechanization techniques have been introduced for major crops, offering substantial relief to
marginal and small farmers grappling with acute labour shortages.

In addition, the University is actively addressing the challenges posed by volatile
agricultural markets. This is being pursued through the promotion of secondary agriculture and
by emphasizing the critical role of Farmer Producer Organizations which are vital for realizing
the national goal of doubling farmers' incomes. Through the development of need-based,



economically viable and technically sound technologies, the creation of skilled human capital
and its broader outreach, the University continues to make meaningful contributions toward the
advancement of the agricultural sector and the realization of the national vision of Viksit Bharat
2047.

Over the years, the University’s concerted efforts have culminated in the release of high-
yielding varieties across 20 agricultural and horticultural crops. The University has also
demonstrated leadership in the development of 42 production technologies, 31 protection
technologies, 25 innovations in farm mechanization, 30 horticultural technologies, five in food
science, one in post-harvest technology and one in inland fisheries.

Over the years, a notable accomplishment of our seed unit includes the production of
6967.75 tons of quality seeds and 87,11,937 numbers of vital planting materials, which have
been distributed to empower the farming community and stakeholders. University successfully
processed and marketed over 10,736 kilograms of honey Additionally, 41,900 kilograms of bio-
agents and bio-fertilizers were supplied to promote sustainable and eco-friendly agricultural
practices.

The University has operated a significant number of research projects, including 261
adhoc projects, 07 foreign-funded initiatives, 921 projects funded by the Government of
Karnataka, 319 projects focused on testing new chemicals and crop varieties, 15 All India
Coordinated Research Projects and operations across 14 dedicated research stations.

At the core of the University’s success, ICAR-Krishi Vigyan Kendras, Farmers’ Training
Institute and Extension Education Units are playing a pivotal role in ensuring effective transfer
of technologies. Their tireless dedication has resulted in the execution of 182 On-Farm Testing
trials, 891 Frontline Demonstrations, 1,585 on-campus training programmes, 1,521 off-campus
training programmes and 666 vocational, sponsored and skill-oriented training programmes for
extension personnel. In toto, University is reaching nearly 4 lakh farmers each year.
Furthermore, 38,045 soil samples and 17,732 water samples were analyzed, addressing critical
concerns and supporting the scientific needs of the farming community.

Recognition of excellence has also been conferred upon the extension units. ICAR-KVK,
Brahmavara (Fisheries Unit), received the Best Stall Award (Live Demonstration) at Krishi
Mela 2024 held at Brahmavara. ICAR-KVK, Mudigere, received the Best Stall Award at Krishi
Mela 2024 hosted by UAS Raichur. Additionally, the Areca Research Centre, Shivamogga, was
awarded the Best Stall Award at KSNUAHS Krishi and Totagarika Mela 2024 event.

I take this opportunity to congratulate all members of the teaching, research and
extension faculty who have worked diligently to achieve the aforementioned accomplishments. I
also extend my appreciation to the Editorial Committee for compiling and presenting this
Annual Report. I remain deeply grateful to farmers, individuals and organizations, both directly
and indirectly involved, for their contributions toward the continued progress and success of this
Institution.

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Executive Summary

It is delighted to inform that, Keladi
Shivappa Nayaka University of Agricultural
and Horticultural Sciences, Shivamogga and
its four constituent Colleges have been
accredited by ICAR for a period of five years
with effect from April 2021 to March 2026.
The College of Forestry, Ponnampet has
received A++ accreditation from ICFRE,
Dehradun for a period of five years from
03-11-2023 to 11-03-2028.

University has four Educational institutions viz., College of Agriculture, Shivamogga
(Navile, and Iruvakki Campus), College of Horticulture, Mudigere, College of Horticulture,
Hiriyur, College of Forestry, Ponnampet, one Diploma College of Agriculture, at Brahmavara
and one Main Agricultural and Horticultural Research Station at Iruvakki, four Zonal
Agricultural and Horticultural Research Stations at Navile (Shivamogga), Babbur (Hiriyur),
Mudigere (Chikkamagaluru) and Brahmavara (Udupi), nine Agricultural and Horticultural
Research Stations at Kathalagere, Bavikere, Honnavile, Thirthahalli, Kademadkal, Sringeri,
Ullal, Ponnampet and Madikeri. The University has four ICAR KVKs at Shivamogga,
Chitradurga (Hiriyur), Chikkamagaluru (Mudigere) and Udupi (Brahmavara), two Extension
Education Units at Kathalagere and Ponnampet and two Extension Units at Thirthahalli and
Sringeri which are functioning effectively to address the various problems of the farming
community.

During the year, total of 393 students have been graduated from the University in the
different disciplines of Agriculture (208), Horticulture (187) and Forestry (77), of which 381
are Under graduates, 70 are Master Degrees and 21 Ph.D. holders. University has honored 77
Gold Medals to 55 UG and PG top meritorious students. Honorary Doctorate was conferred
to Shri Kagodu Thimmappa, former Speaker of the Legislative Assembly and Revenue
Minister of Government of Karnataka. Totally, 39 students have secured ICAR JRFs, 5
students secured ICAR SRFs and 49 students secured NTS for PG. 70 M.Sc. and 21 Ph.D.
Research Theses have been uploaded in e-Granth portal of ICAR. Total of 26 students have
obtained Diploma in Agriculture from the University. The University is also offering one
year Diploma in Agricultural Extension Services for Input Dealers and 46 students have
passed out in this course.

During the year, 2 International/ National Conferences, 3 Seminars, 68 Trainings, 9
Workshops, 8 Field days, 5 Certificate courses, 6 Exhibitions and 5 Melas were organized on
different aspects of agriculture/ horticulture/ forestry for the benefit of farming community,

During the year, five faculty visited International Organizations at Wageningen
University, Netherland and Carrod Watershed Model Forest Bohol, Philippines.

During the year, University handled a Foreign, 14 Adhoc, 09 Government of India, 04
Government of Karnataka, 152 Testing new chemicals and varieties, 205 Institutional
Funding Projects. University has released Paddy variety Sahyadri Sindhura and Bengalgram
variety Sahyadri Pragati. University recommended Paddy KHP 11, Ragi KMR 630 and Proso
millet DHPM 60-4 for Zone 9, Zone 7 and Zone 4 respectively. A total of 197 research
findings were published in national and international journals.

During the year, Dr. B Hemla Naik, Director of Education has been awarded with
“Lotus Puraskar ” from Indian Society of Ornamental Horticulture, New Delhi ; Dr. Narayan
Swami M, Associate Professor with Lifetime achievement Award 2024 from ATDS, Gazia
bad, Uttar Pradesh, Dr. Rajashekarappa K, Associate professor of Entomology with
outstanding Environmentalist award, 2024 from Insect Environment and AVIAN Trust,
Bengaluru, Dr. Jyothi M Rathod, Professor and Head Department of Food and Nutrition with
Dr M S Swaminathan Award from Department of Agriculture, Brainware University,
Kolkata, Dr. CM Kalleshwaraswamy with Dr T N Ananthakrishan Senior Scientist Award
from TN Ananthakrishan Foundation,Chennai, Raghavendra S, associate professor of Bio
technology received Best Plant Biochemist award from National Globus Trust, SriVijaya
GPB student, from College of Agriculture, Shivamogga received N R Bhat memorial Award

The University has also developed new Production technologies (5), Protection
technologies (1), Horticulture (4) and Farm Mechanization (2) and 25 farm trails during the
year. Seed unit of the University produced 564.30 tons of quality seeds and 8, 04,589
planting materials which were distributed for the benefit of the farming community. About
857 kgs of Honey was processed and sold. The University has also supplied 29,837 Kgs of
bio-agents and bio-fertilizers to the farmers to keep the ecosystem eco-friendly.

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1. Introduction
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About the University

University of Agricultural and Horticultural
Sciences (UAHS) was carved out of University of
Agricultural Sciences (UAS), Bengaluru and
University of Horticultural Sciences (UHS),
Bagalkote. From UAS Bengaluru, College of
Agriculture Shivamogga and College of Forestry,
Ponnampet (Educational institutions), all the
Research Stations and ICAR- KVKs of seven
districts Davanagere, Chitradurga,
Shivamogga, Chikkamagaluru, Kodagu, Dakshina
Kannada and Udupi and from UHS Bagalakote,
Colleges of Horticulture, Mudigere and Hiriyur
(Educational institutions) were separated and
brought under the Management of UAHS,
Shivamogga.

viz.,

UAHS started operational from  21-09-2012
through a special ordinance passed by Govt. of
Karnataka (Special Gazette Notification of
Karnataka Act No. 38 of 2012, Part IV-J (No. 656).
Intriguingly, UAHS started functioning
independently from 1% April, 2013.

In 26-07-2021, the name of the University was
changed from University of Agricultural and
Horticultural Sciences (UAHS) to Keladi Shivappa
Nayaka University of Agricultural and Horticultural
Sciences (KSNUAHS) through another Ordinance
passed by Government of Karnataka considering
the substantial reforms in the field of Agriculture by
Shistu Shivappa Nayaka; a prominent ruler in the
Keladi Dynasty by Government of Karnataka.

KSNUAHS is the First Integrated University in the
State of Karnataka which has Agriculture,
Horticulture and Forestry Sciences under its
purview. It has an operational jurisdiction in seven
districts viz., Shivamogga, Chikkamagaluru, Udupi,
Dakshina Kannada, Kodagu, Davanagere and
Chitradurga.

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The University has a vision to transform itself into
the “Light house of Knowledge”. The head quarter
of the KSNUAHS is located at Iruvakki, a green
campus located in the midst of United Nation’s-
World Heritage Centre, truly a hot spot of Bio-
diversity at Sagara Taluk of Shivamogga District.
The New campus is on the road between
Shivamogga—Baindur National Highway (NH-
776C) and Bengaluru- Honnavara (NH-69) and 50
km far from Navile Campus It is also well
connected by Train, nearest Railway Station is
Anandapura (4 KM) and nearest Airports are at
Shivamogga (60 KM), Mangaluru (225 KM), Hubli
(265 KM), and Bengaluru (315 KM).

Workshop on Energy Efficient Pump Sets and
Water Conservation Awareness

ICAR-Krishi Vigyan Kendra, Chitradurga organized
a Workshop on Energy Efficient Pump Sets and Water
Conservation Awareness for farmers and farm youth
on 24-04-2024 and 25-04-2024. Dr. O Kumara,
Senior Scientist and Head inaugurated the
Programme, and during his inaugural speech he
discussed about the importance of energy saving by
using efficient pump sets in the farmers field and also
about the various agronomic technologies that could
be used for conservation of soil moisture such as
contour ploughing, mulching, summer ploughing, and
ways and means to save energy. Mr. Vishwanath,
Field Officer, Netafim, Chitradurga briefed about the
motor usage and power usage. He discussed about
domestic pumpsets with BEE Star label and their
energy efficiency which saves electricity up to 30%
and suggested the use of variable pump drive, usage
of well-maintained tractors and other agricultural
implements and explained about the safety and dust
protection through the use of automation technology.
Dr. Rajashekar Barker, Assistant Professor, (Agril.
Engineering), College of Horticulture, Hiriyur
participated in the Programme as resource person and
delivered information on efficient usage of energy by
adopting some of the techniques such as energy
efficient lighting, maintaining irrigation system,
optimizing the design of irrigation system, testing and
maintenance of irrigation pumps etc. All the scientists
of KVK and around 60 farmers from various villages
of Chitradurga participated in the Programme.

The purpose of this special
Programme was to collect the paddy land races of
Chikkamagluru and conserve in diversity block
through participatory seed production approach and
to make quality seeds of paddy land races available
to farmers for further expansion of area in the district.

Advanced Statistical Analysis in Agriculture
Research using R Software

Ten days short course on “Advanced Statistical
Analysis in Agriculture Research using R Software”
was organized by Department of Agricultural
Statistics at at College of Agriculture, Iruvakki from
15-06-2024 to 24-06-2024 under IDP-NAHEP.
Dr. Naveena K., Scientist, Centre for Water Resources
