The College of Forestry,
Ponnampet received A++ accreditation from Indian Council of Forestry Research and
Education (ICFRE) for a period of five years from 03-11-2023 to 02-11-2028. The Zonal
Agricultural and Horticultural Research Station(ZAHRS), Mudigere and Cashew Research
Station, Ullala received Two Star Nursery award and One Star Nursery Award for Black
Pepper nursery from DASD, Calicut, respectively. ICAR- Krishi Vigyan Kendra (KVK),
Hiriyur and Mudigere received Best Stall Award during Krishi Mela 2023-24 held at UAS,
GKVK, Bengaluru and National Horticulture Fair, Bengaluru (2023-24) from ICAR - IIHR,
Hesarghatta, respectively.

| am happy to convey the momentous occasion of Centenary Celebration of the
Agriculture Research Station, Babbur Farm, Hiriyur, reaching its continual milestone,
marking a proud achievement for all of us who are determined for the welfare of the farming
community.

Since its inception, a total of 3,758 students have been graduated from our esteemed
University, specializing in various disciplines such as Agriculture (987), Horticulture (1215)
and Forestry (619). Among them, 2,821 are Undergraduates, 840 are Master degrees and 97
are of Ph.D. Recognizing their exceptional merit, the University has awarded a total of 254
Gold Medals to the outstanding Undergraduate and Postgraduate students. As an academic
excellency a total of 133 students have secured ICAR Junior Research Fellowships (JRFs)
and 23 students secured ICAR Senior Research Fellowships (SRFs).

University has new initiatives in Education, Research, Extension and Administration.
These initiatives include establishment of College of Agricultural Sciences at main campus
Iruvakki, establishment of Multipurpose Digital Studio under NAHEP-IDP, establishment of
Entrepreneurship Development Cell, 1oT module under ELP, Smart Class Rooms and
Language Lab, Green Graduation Programme, Industry-Academia Conclave, PG Research
Conference, 11 certificate courses, Yoga Therapy,  Eco Club, Science Club, Kannada and
Literature Club and Red Cross Club and Global Alumni Meet. Commenced Six new
M.Sc. degree programmes at College of Agricultural Sciences at main campus lruvakki viz.,
1. Agril. Economics, 2. Agril. Statistics 3. Microbiology, 4. Molecular Biology and



Biotechnology, 5. Food and Nutrition and 6. Post-harvest Management. Total 10 faculty and
37 students visited International Organizations under ICAR-National Agricultural Higher
Education Project ( NAHEP), Institutional Development Project (IDP) and 10 students have
been admitted to foreign universities through fellowships.

Over the years, University concerted efforts have resulted in the release of high-
yielding varieties in Paddy (12), Tobacco (2), Arecanut (1), Cowpea (2) and Ground nut (1).
We have also pioneered advancements in production technologies (37), protection
technologies (30), farm mechanization (23), horticulture (25), food science (5), post-harvest
technology (1) and Inland Fisheries (1). The dedication of our seed unit has yielded an
impressive production of 539.551 tons of quality seeds and 68.754 lakhs of vital planting
materials which have been diligently distributed to support and empower our invaluable
farming community. About 9879 kgs of honey was processed and sold. The University has
also supplied 390 kgs of bio-agents and bio-fertilizers to the farmers to keep the system eco-
friendly. Over the period, the University is operated 247 Adhoc, 06 Foreign, 921 GoK
projects, 297 Testing new chemicals/varieties and 14 AICRP projects.

Furthermore, our University is demonstrably dedicated to the ODOP initiative. We
are actively working on promoting ODOP products specific to our region, including
pineapples for Shivamogga, spices for Chikkamagaluru and groundnut for Chitradurga. This
dedication extends to our close collaboration with FPOs in the region, ensuring that our
efforts are aligned and maximize the impact for our local producers.

New initiatives in the Research are establishment of Honey Bee Park, Bamboo Park
and Biofuel Park and impact evaluation of University technologies, five conservation blocks
at main campus lruvakki viz., 1. Appemidi Mango Block (5 acre), 2. Minor Fruit Block (5
acre), 3. Sandal Wood Block (2.27 acre), 4. Medicinal and Aromatic Block (4 acre) and 5.
Biodiversity Conservation Block (100 acre).

The Patent has been granted to the University for an invention method of invitro
androgenesis for production of double haploids in Chilli (Capsicum annuum), for this

Another patent has also been granted to the University for an invention of Mini hand

University filed three patents viz., 1. Sahydri Noni Herbal Dip Tea Technology,
2. Multi Attachment Wheel Operated Weeder and 3. Hand Operated Coffee Raker (filing
numbers — 202141059218, 202141053714 and 202241042756, respectively).

College of Horticulture, Mudigere has developed “Jack fruit” seed powder-based
biscuits instead of maida powder and these biscuits are nutritious and have a good taste and
better keeping quality. College of Forestry, Ponnampet produced Biodiesel from used waste
cooking oil which is of low cost and eco-friendly.



The heart of our success lies on ICAR-KVKs, Extension Education Units and
Extension Units driving the effective transfer of technology. Their unwavering dedication has
manifested in 159 On-Farm Testing Trials, 833 Frontline Demonstrations, 1311 On-campus
Trainings,1267 Off-campus Trainings, 513 vocational, sponsored and skill-oriented training
programmes for Extension personnel, besides analysis of 34,787 soils, 16,207 water samples
for addressing vital concerns and supporting the needs of our farming community.

New initiatives in the Extension are Natural Farming, DAESI and Krushi Sakhi,
Digital content for social media and Drone trainings. Farmers’ Training Institute has been
also established to impart training to the farming community on different agriculture and
allied technologies.

University and its four p=t 4
constituent Colleges have been accredited §
by ICAR for a period of five years with
effect from April 2021 to March 2026.
The College of Forestry, Ponnampet , ~
received A++ accreditation from ICFRE, Dehradun for a perlod of five years from
03-11-2023 to 11-03-2028.

University has seven educational institutions viz., College of Agriculture, Navile,
College of Agricultural Sciences, Iruvakki, Shivamogga, College of Horticulture, Mudigere,
College of Horticulture, Hiriyur, College of Forestry, Ponnampet, Diploma College of
Agriculture, Kathalagere and Diploma College of Agriculture, Brahmavara. One Main
Agricultural and Horticultural Research Station at Iruvakki, four Zonal Agricultural and
Horticultural Research Stations at Navile (Shivamogga), Babbur (Hiriyur), Mudigere
(Chikkamagaluru) and Brahmavara (Udupi), nine Agricultural and Horticultural Research
Stations at Kathalagere, Ullal, Thirthahalli, Ponnampet, Sringeri, Bavikere, Honnavile,
Madikeri and Kademadkal. The University has four KVKs at Shivamogga, Chitradurga
(Hiriyur), Chikkamagaluru (Mudigere) and Udupi (Brahmavara), two Extension Education
Units at Kathalagere and Ponnampet and two Extension Units at Thirthahalli and Sringeri
functioning effectively to address the various problems of the farming community.

During the year, total of 511 students have been graduated from the University in
different disciplines of Agriculture (161), Horticulture (176) and Forestry (76), of which 413
are Under graduates, 88 are Master Degrees and 10 Ph.D. holders. University has honored 37
Gold Medals to 28 UG and PG top meritorious students. Honorary Doctorate was conferred
to Shri B. S. Yediyurappa, Former Chief Minister of Karnataka. Totally, 19 students secured
ICAR JRFs, 7 students secured ICAR SRFs and 46 students secured NTS for PGs. Total 98
M.Sc. and 10 Ph.D. Research Theses have been uploaded in e-Granth portal of ICAR. 46
students have obtained Diploma (Agriculture) from the University. Our University is also
offering one year Diploma in Agricultural Extension Services for Input Dealers (DAESI) and
totally, 47 students have passed out in this course.

During the year, total of 02 Seminars, 04 Conferences, 240 Trainings, 9 Workshops,
02 Short and Refresher courses and 24 Field days were conducted on different aspects viz.,
management of Arecanut leaf spot, integrated pest and disease management in coconut,
awareness programme on millets for good health, integrated pests and diseases management
in paddy and improved poultry production practices for Veterinary Doctors. National



Conference on Cocoa Development in India- Challenges and Opportunities, demonstration of
value-added products of millets to women SHG members, Market driven Agri, Horti and
Forestry technologies for creating sustainable FPOs in Karnataka and International
Conference on conservation of biological resources and sustainable utilization - current
trends and future prospects. National workshop on value added products of Arecanut,
Workshop on Banana production technology, Scientific cultivation of coconut, Production
technologies of pepper, Safe and judicious use of Glyphosate weedicides to pest control
operators, use of Drone technology in agriculture and its demonstration and sustainable
Ginger cultivation, Importance of Honey bee in Agri. and Horti. crop production,
Empowerment of women by income generating activities, Integrated crop management in
chrysanthemum, Inland fish culture and Integrated management of bacterial blight in
pomegranate etc., were organized.

During the year, University was handling 77 Adhoc, 01 Government of Karnataka, 52
Testing new chemicals/ varieties and 14 AICRP projects. University recommended for
release of Groundnut variety: Sahyadri Durga (ICGV-181029), Cowpea variety GP-1 and
Tobacco variety and endorsed FCS-4, Finger millet CFMV-1 and Paddy RNR-15048 variety.
282 research results were published in international and national research publications.

During the year, Dr. R C Jagadeesha, Hon’ble Vice Chancellor received “Ch. Hansa
Singh Award-2023” during 8" International Conference on Global Research Initiatives for
Sustainable Agriculture and Allied Sciences; Dr. B Hemla Naik, Director of Education
received “Eminent Academician Award-2023” from International Academy of Science and
Research, Kolkata; Dr. B Gangadhara Naik received “Best Arecanut Scientist Award” from
ICAR-Central Plantation Crops Research Institute, Kasaragod; Dr. M. Jadeyegowda,
Professor of Agronomy received “Swami Vidyaranya Vanavasi Seva Puraskar Award”
from Friends of Tribals Society and Dr. Jayalaxmi Naryan Hegde, Nodal Officer received
